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SYLLABUS

Scope and Method

Research is a vital activity in the success of an interior design project. The aim of this course is to furnish the students with necessary techniques in order to make research for their projects or in other areas in the fields of acoustics and sustainability. Methods for preparing reports concerning the findings and the results of the research are also dealt within this course.

The research should be focused on areas stated below:

a. Assessment of a building(s)/space according to 
· Indoor Soundscape Framework
b. Assessment of a building(s)/space according to 
· Principles of Sustainable Design 
At the beginning of the course, each student should choose from the above-given topics to work under Group A or Group B.

The development of the research will be monitored by the advisors via frequent and regular meetings. Students will also submit three “interim reports” during the semester and participate at joint meetings for evaluation. These reports will be criticized and/or corrected by advisors. The context of the reports is as follows:

a. Interim Report 1: Outline of the Research
b. Interim Report 2: Introduction and Main Body
c. Interim Report 3: Draft of the Final Report and Bibliography
d. Final Report 
The “final report” will not exceed 30 pages (including figures, tables and appendices) and will be structured as follows:
· Introduction
· Main body of the report (several chapters)

· Conclusion

One hard-copy and one soft-copy (in CD) of the final report will be submitted in a format consistent with APA style. Also, be aware that your final report MUST be uploaded at “Turnitin”.
